For postgraduate students and young scientists who wish to
move across the boundaries of marine geosciences and archaeology, in order
to shed light on the interactions between our ancestors and the dynamically
changing environment

• BY WHOM? Teaching by the University of Geneva faculty and renowned

A unique opportunity to understand paleoclimate and sea level change
and their interaction with isostatic and tectonic vertical movements, and to
link them to the archaeology of people who lived on and migrated across the
