Course summary

The purpose of the course is to discuss politics in the Ottoman context. For the longest part of
Ottoman history the subjects of the Sultan did not have political rights nor were they expected
to have any say in government. However, this does not mean that there were not both formal
and informal political processes that took place all the time at the centre and the provinces.
The course will focus on the period between the seventeenth and the nineteenth centuries,
and will seek to explore the nature and goals of political processes in the Ottoman Empire with
regard to both the state apparatus and the organisation of various groups of subjects into
political communities.
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
