Scholarship, amounting to €800 per month, to the candidate who will be ranked first by the Admissions 

Committee upon completion of the student selection process. The scholarship will be awarded for a 

duration of two academic years. However, payment during the second year of the recipient’s studies will 

be conditional upon the successful fulfilment of the first-year requirements with a minimum average mark 

of eight (8) out of 10 in history seminars and language courses. 

The scholarship is generously funded by Professor Constantin Canavas in memory of his grandfather and 

other relatives who came to Greece as refugees from Anatolia.
